On Tuesday, we took tours of the
State Capitol, State Archives and West
Virginia State Museum. We then were
broken into groups to take part in in-
ternships with a variety of state agen-
cies.

Our group worked with the De-
partment of Arts, Culture and His-
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tory’s communications staff to put
together this newsletter. We went to
observe as many internships as we
could to see what the other ambassa-
dors were learning about, though we
did not have time to shadow them all.

First, we stopped by the Golden-
seal office. We learned that this maga-
zine shares memories and stories of
everyday people. It has roughly 7,200
subscribers and about 9,000 copies are
printed quarterly.

Next, we went to the State Historic
Preservation Office, where we learned
about preserving our state and its re-
sources. We also learned that they help
residents of West Virginia identify and
preserve sites around the state and
keep track of the state’s listings in the
National Register of Historic Places.
