Benjamin T., and Andrew J.; his second marriage was to, Sarah M. Barrett, from Jackson 

County, Ohio on July 15, 1858.  Together they had nine children:  Isaac N., Emily S., 

Mary B., Davis K., Dolly M., Dortha T., Charles T., Jesse L., and Harry L. Flesher.  The 

children were thought to have remained in the Jackson County district.
