 John H. Shuttleworth (? – 1883), delegate from Barbour County, came to Sutton in 1876 

where he built a foundry, the first to be built in the county.  He was a skilled workman and made 

many articles useful to the farmer and the other industries that used castings.  He married a 

daughter of the late Benjamin T. Canfield.  He died in 1883.
